Last fall Nancy McDaniel, International Prayer Director for 
Aglow sent this out for our NightWatch assignment. “Hosanna is 
a transitional shout that brings a new era. Hosanna is a power-
ful one word intercession. It means, "Lord, save!" Yet, it is a 
word we often use as a worship to the King of kings.  As a prayer 
strategy, declare, "Hosanna!" of each of the extremely critical 
issues facing our nation right now. "Lord, You alone can save us! 
We worship You, King of kings, and declare Your Lordship over 
each crisis in our nation!" 

Psalm 118:25-29 O God, please come and save us again; bring 
us your breakthrough-victory! Blessed is this one who comes to 
us, the sent one of the Lord. And from within the temple we cry, 
“We bless you!” For the Lord our God has brought us his glory-light. I offer him my life in 
joyous sacrifice. Tied tightly to your altar, I will bring you praise. For you are the God of my 
life and I lift you high, exalting you to the highest place. So let’s keep on giving our thanks to 
God, for he is so good! His constant, tender love lasts forever! 

Note the transition from verse 25 to verse 26 

• Verse 25 "Oh, God, please save" - Hosanna is a desperate plea in an overwhelming time 

• Verse 26 "Thank You, bless, You, for coming to save" - Hosanna is a victory shout 

Pray with expectancy that God is bringing a transition from a desperate era to an era of vic-
tory! Hosanna! See the salvation of the Lord! See God shift history in our nation from des-
peration to victory!” 

I think desperate times call for desperate measures. Desperate measures means extreme 
actions taken as a solution to a problem that cannot be resolved by ordinary means.  It’s 
time for extreme Christians to come forward and to make extreme prayers. Every time we 
feel desperate and see desperation before our eyes, shout “Hosanna”.  As we continue to 
shout “Hosanna” we will go from desperation to victory.  Victory is ours!
